This concert, set in the intimate atmosphere of Sola ruinkyrkje, offers a rare opportunity 
to discover a remarkable instrument: the Estonian kannel. Often described by listeners 
as producing sounds from heaven, the kannel remains a hidden treasure to many. You 
may also discover — or rediscover — another extraordinary instrument: the viola da 
gamba, praised for its deep, soulful tone, said to be the closest to the human voice. 

This exceptional concert in Norway is a carte blanche given by two outstanding 
musicians, both celebrated masters of their art. Bound by deep musical complicity and 
breathtaking virtuosity, Anna-Liisa Eller and André Lislevand will lead us on a journey 
through the traditional folk roots of the Baltic and Northern-Europe regions, guiding us 
with music towards beauty and universality.

Tribute to Maria Skłodowska-Curie: Two Evening Concerts at St. Petri Church 

Saturday, August 23, 2025 – 7:30 PM: 

 “Manya’s Childhood: A Musical Journey to Poland” 

 

Agata Szymczewska (violin), Frédéric Vaysse-Knitter (piano), Lidia Książkiewicz (piano)  

 Duration 1 hour 15 minutes (incl. pause) 

This concert is the first musical tribute of Reconciliation festival to Maria Skłodowska-
Curie, the first woman to win a Nobel Prize, and the only person to win two Nobel Prizes 
in two scientific fields. She was co-winner in Physics in 1903 with her husband Pierre 
Curie and Henri Becquerel, and solo winner in Chemistry in 1911. We envision her as 
tirelessly dedicated, to the point of sacrificing her own health—the severe bun, her 
features drawn tight from the fatigue of relentless work, yet one she would never 
relinquish. And yet, there is so much more to her story, waiting to be discovered. 

In this concert, the musicians have crafted a program that will take you to the very roots 
of this extraordinary woman, to her beloved Poland, and resurrect the atmosphere of her 
childhood and adolescence with musical colors. Born in Warsaw in 1867, Maria 
Skłodowska, affectionately known as Manya, was raised in a loving and intellectual family 
of five children. However, life was difficult as the Kingdom of Poland was under Russian 
rule. Maria’s early years were also deeply shadowed by the tragic loss of her mother in 
1878 and her older sister Zofia in 1881. Despite this dramatic environment, she remained 
a diligent child, excelling in her studies, with a deep love for music, literature, and nature.

Closing Concert: “Beyond the Myth”

This concert is the second musical tribute of Reconciliation festival to Maria Skłodowska-
Curie. Born in 1867 in Warsaw, she pursued science passionately, moving to Paris to study 
at the Sorbonne, as higher education was forbidden to women in Poland. In Paris, she met 
and married Pierre Curie, with whom she conducted groundbreaking research. Together, 
they discovered the radioactive elements polonium (named after Poland) and radium. In 
1903, Marie and Pierre Curie, along with Henri Becquerel, were awarded the Nobel Prize 
in Physics for their work on radioactivity. After Pierre’s tragic death in 1906, Marie 
continued their research, winning a second Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1911 for isolating 
pure radium. She faced many challenges as a woman in science but persisted with quiet 
determination. Beyond the myth endures the profound love between two individuals, still 
radiant today, along with their enduring commitment to the service of humanity—an ideal 
that continues to inspire artists and scientists around the world.

Composer, organist and improviser Thierry Escaich is a unique figure in contemporary 
music and one of the most important French composers of his generation. The three 
elements of Escaich’s artistry are inseparable, allowing him to express himself as a 
virtuosic performer, interpreter and creator at the highest level. In 2024, Escaich was 
appointed titular organist of Notre-Dame Cathedral, Paris. Escaich composes works in 
many genres and forms, including opera, symphonic and chamber music. His catalogue 
numbers over 100 works which, with their lyrical, rich harmonies and rhythmic energy, 
have attracted a wide audience. Drawing from the French line of composition of Ravel, 
Messiaen and Dutilleux, and imbued with references from contemporary, jazz, popular 
and spiritual music, the distinctive sound-world of Escaich’s music is anchored by an 
obsessive rhythmic drive and compelling architecture. Escaich’s works are performed by 
leading orchestras in Europe and North America and by musicians such as Lisa 
Batiashvili, François Leleux, Andris Nelsons, Alain Altinoglu, Louis Langrée, Semyon 
Bychkov, Paavo Järvi, Alan Gilbert, Emmanuelle Bertrand and Paul Meyer. 

Nils Henrik Asheim, composer and organist, pianist and curator, is known for his 
personal style of improvisation and for including the organ in multiple artistic 
combinations. He is currently resident organist of Stavanger concert hall. His 
compositions include orchestral, chamber music as well as choral works, in addition to a 
number of projects that explore spaces, situations and collaborations in innovative ways. 
As an organist, Asheim is widely acclaimed for his personal style of improvisation. With 
influences from jazz, avant-garde, electronic music, folk music, and noise art, he takes 
the organ to sonic realms not commonly associated with the instrument.  Deeply engaged 
in Stavanger’s cultural scene since the 1990s, Asheim has led major institutions like the 
Stavanger Symphony Orchestra’s program committee, where he also led various projects 
and served as a member of the board. He was also head of NyMusikk Stavanger where he 
presented more than 200 concerts over 20 years. From 2001 to 2011 he was involved as 
founding father, board leader and project developer for Tou Scene, a cultural factory in an 
abandoned brewery complex in the eastern part of Stavanger, now one of Norway’s 
largest independent cultural institutions. Amongs its numerous awards, he received Årets 
verk 2023, (Work of the Year), Lindeman Prize 2011, Spellemannprisen 2010 as 
contemporary composer of the year and was appointed Chevalier de l’ordre des arts et 
des lettres (Knight of the order of art and literature) 2023 by the French Republic, 
and Knight of the 1st Class of the Order of St. Olav 2018. 

Polish violinist, the winner of the 13th Henryk Wieniawski International Violin Competition 
in Poznań in 2006, Agata Szymczewska has also received Passport of the Polityka weekly 
(an annual cultural award), four Fryderyk Awards (the most important music award in 
Poland), and the London Music Masters Award. Agata is the first violin of the renowned 
Polish string quartet – Karol Szymanowski Quartet. In the course of her intense artistic

career, she has shared the stage with Krystian Zimerman, Anne-Sophie Mutter, Martha 
Argerich, Maxim Vengerov amongst others and has collaborated with such conductors as 
Seiji Ozawa, Sir Neville Marriner and Andrey Boreyko. She has recorded for Deutsche 
Grammophon, Sony and Decca. Currently her instrument of choice is a Nicolò Gagliano 
violin from 1755, on loan courtesy of Anne-Sophie Mutter 

Frédéric Vaysse-Knitter performs as a guest on prestigious stages such as the 
Philharmonie de Paris, Théâtre des Champs-Élysées, and Concertgebouw in 
Amsterdam… He is trained in the great tradition of French, Polish, and German piano 
schools, beginning his studies at the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique de 
Paris at the age of 13. He later had a pivotal encounter with Krystian Zimerman. Frédéric 
is involved in projects that combine music with other art forms. He often collaborates with 
choreographers and dancers, particularly at the Opéra de Paris (such as Alexander 
Ekman’s Play in 2022) and served as a technical advisor during Anne Fontaine’s film 
production, Boléro, depicting the life of Maurice Ravel (March 2024). He currently 
presides over the European Circle for the Support of Polish Culture (C.E.S.C.P). 

Lidia Książkiewicz is a Polish pianist and organist based in France. Born in Poznań, she 
began studying piano at age five and organ at twenty. After graduating with first prizes and 
honors in both piano from the national academies of music in Bydgoszcz and Poznań, she 
won numerous international competition awards, including the 1st prize at the 
International Music Competition of the 20th Century in Warsaw (1994), the 1st prize at the 
International Organ Rimini in Italy (2004), the César Franck prize at the International Organ 
Competition of Haarlem, Netherlands (2000), and the Reger/Messiaen International 
Competition in Graz, Austria (2003). She also won the prestigious Grand Prix de 
l’Académie des Beaux-Arts in Angers, France (2004). After moving to France, she 
graduated from the Conservatory of Saint-Maur, receiving first prizes for organ and a gold 
medal for harpsichord. In 2004, she was a finalist at the International Organ Competition 
of Chartres. As a soloist, she has performed with numerous symphonic orchestras, 
including the Orchestre Symphonique de Radio France, the Symphonic Orchestra of the 
Philharmonic in Krakow, Orchestre de Douai, and the Slovak Sinfonietta. Lidia 
Książkiewicz is currently the principal organist at the Cathedral of Laon, France. 

Anna-Liisa Eller started her Estonian chromatic kannel studies at the Tallinn Music School 
with teacher Malle Vihul. She continued her studies under the supervision of Kristi 
Mühling, first at the Georg Ots Tallinn Music School, which she graduated from in 2008, 
and then at the Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre, where she obtained a bachelor’s 
degree in 2011 and a master’s degree cum laude in 2014. In 2013, Anna-Liisa Eller studied 
at the Lyon National Conservatory of Music and Dance under Professor Yves Rechsteiner 
and Professor Rolf Lislevand, and in 2013–2014 at the Trossingen University of Music in 
Germany under Professor Rolf Lislevand. From the autumn of 2016, she continues at the 
doctoral program of the Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre, supervised by Professor 
Toomas Siitan and Professor Imbi Tarum.

Anna-Liisa Eller has won prizes at several competitions both in Estonia and abroad, 
including the 1st prize in Vilnius (2008) and the 1st prize and Koistinen kantele special 
prize at the 1st International Kantele Competition in Helsinki, Finland (2011). Anna-Liisa 
Eller mainly focuses on early and contemporary music. She likes to experiment and 
broaden the possibilities of Estonian chromatic kannel. She has performed at numerous 
music festivals across Europe and has participated in the work of several Estonian and 
international ensembles, both as a soloist and as an ensemble member. She collaborates 
closely with ensembles Supersonus, The Bright Future Ensemble, Vox Clamantis, 
Floridante, Rondellus, and others. Anna-Liisa Eller has been teaching kannel at the Georg 
Ots Tallinn Music College since 2010 and at the Tallinn Music School since 2016. In 2021, 
she released her acclaimed solo album Strings Attached: The Voice of Kannel (Harmonia 
Mundi), which received widespread praise from the international music press. The album 
earned her the Annual Prize of the Endowment for Music of the Cultural Endowment of 
Estonia (2021) and the Estonian Music Award 2022 in the category of Classical Album of 
the Year. 

André Lislevand was born in Verona in 1993. A son of lutenist parents, music played an 
important part in his life from very early on. Since the age of 16, he has been collaborating 
with various ensembles and orchestras including Ensemble Kapsberger, Tonhalle-
Orchester Zürich, the Münchner Phillharmoniker, directed by and playing with artists such 
as Sigiswald Kuijken, Andrea Marcon, and Paul McCreesh. As a youngster he had the 
chance to study privately with Jordi Savall. He began his studies under Paolo Pandolfo at 
the Schola Cantorum Basiliensis in 2013, continuing with Vittorio Ghielmi at the 
Mozarteum in Salzburg in 2017. Paolo Pandolfo described André as “a young maestro of 
the viola da gamba, whose musical sensitivity is rich with ideas of great artistic 
quality.” André is currently a professor of viola da gamba at the “Pierre Cochereau” 
Conservatory in Nice and the “L. Marenzio” Conservatory in Brescia (Italy). André 
Lislevand is the guest of prestigious festivals such as, Utrecht Oude Muziek Festival, 
Menuhin Festival Gstaad,Salzburg Festspiele, Tonhalle Zurich, Göttingen Händel-
Festspiele, Festival Ambronay, Muziekgebouw Amsterdam, Trondheim Barokkfest, 
Automne Musical de Spa, Festival Printemps des Arts di Montecarlo, to name a few. Since 
2013 he has been a regular guest of Oslo Chamber Music Festival, invited by Arve 
Tellefsen. He plays regularly with the Norwegian luthist Jadran Duncumb and the 
clavecinist Paola Erdas. His debut album Forqueray Unchained (2021) was awarded a 
Diapason Découverte. His second album Galanterie, the autumn of the viola da gamba 
(2023) was praised by critics.  

Singer, poet and storyteller Sarah Camille has a unique expression and a charisma that 
sits well with her young and adult audiences. Born in Paris, Sarah grew up in Oslo with 
roots in Martinique on her mother’s side and in Stavanger on her father’s side. Artistically 
Sarah also flows freely between many worlds.  She has written poetry for many years and 
in 2011 was crowned Norwegian slam-poetry champion. Sarah has worked as storyteller, 
text writer and dramatist in a number of dramatic arts projects. Over time, music has

become more important in Sarah’s works. She won the Norwegian grammy award for the 
best children’s album in 2020 with her record “Spor av dråper og røde nebb”. Later on, she 
has released two more albums, “Vingeslag” and “våkner i en annen dag” that have been 
very well received from the audience.  Her lyrics are full of playfulness, rhythm and flow, 
but also depth and melancholy. With her soft and intimate vocals, the music is a blend of 
jazz, ballads and folk. Accompanying her is an exquisite bouquet of musicians who move 
with ease in an expansive musical landscape.  

Sidiki Camara is considered one of the world’s leading percussionists. 
He has traveled the globe with many renowned artists, including Rokia Traoré, Toumani 
Diabaté, Boubacar Traoré, Bill Frisell’s New Quartet, and has also performed as a solo 
percussionist with the National Ballet of Mali. Those who have followed Camara’s career 
know him as a highly skilled creative artist with several album releases to his name. 
Among his previous releases are the solo albums “Nakan” (2015) and “Ayou 
Wele” (1997). He is also a highly sought-after percussion teacher and the founder of the 
cultural exchange program “Yankadi.” (from Jazz i Norge). 

Jørn Erik Ahlsen Alkanger is a guitarist, composer, arranger, producer, and designer. He 
won a Spellemann Award for the album “Spor av dråper og røde nebb.” 
He composed the music and created the sound design for the theater production “The 
Stranger,” starring Melina Tranulis at Oslo Nye Theater. 
In the spring of 2024, he is touring with the theater production “Easter Moon – Wishing 
Sun” with Thea Borring Lande, with “Spor av dråper og røde nebb,” with “Papillon,” and 
performing concerts with kÖök and Sarah Camille. 

Cecilia Rospigliosi is a Bolivian flutist based in Stavanger, Norway, who holds a masters 
degree in flute performance from UiS, and has played in several diverse 
orchestras/ensembles in Bolivia and Norway. Her passion is researching the music 
written by Latin American composers and based in Latino cultural heritage. She is a 
teacher, freelancer and plays at Sandnes Symphony Orchestra, besides her full-time job 
as a music librarian. On the side she supports a social project that brings access to music 
lessons and instruments to children and youth in her home country through the collection 
of donations, and arranging free flute seminars during her visits to Bolivia. 

Raúl Pérez was born in Barquisimeto, Venezuela, in 1963. His interest in music began at 
an early age. Brothers José and Víctor Manuel introduced him to the bass guitar, guitar, 
and the traditional Venezuelan 4-string instrument “cuatro,” as well as musical genres 
including joropo, waltz, and merengue. Between 1980-1987, Raúl studied music and 
classical guitar at Lisandro Alvarado University in Barquisimeto, under the guidance of the 
renowned guitarist Rodrigo Riera. In 2007, he moved to Stavanger, Norway, where he 
founded the musical group Noruegaitas, which has become an important representation 
of Venezuelan culture in our Nordic country. Raúl has also performed with flutist and 
composer René Orea on several occasions. 



 
Today, Raúl remains highly active in the musical community in Stavanger. He participates 
in his local church choir and provides private lessons as a guitar teacher. Last but not 
least, he serves as musical director, guitarist, and composer in Noruegaitas.
